INSTALLING MONO ON SUSE 10.3

· These instructions assume that you have already installed SUSE 10.3 and have the machine connected with a reliable connection to the Internet.

· Make sure required libraries are installed. Goto Yast->Software->Software Management.

· To install libcups, type “cups” in the search box to get a list of cups related installation packages. Click the check-box next to the “cups-devel” package and click the “Accept” button to install the package. This package is required for printing tasks as well as print previews in Open Dental.

· Run software updates on the SUSE 10.3 computer in question.

· In order to update mono properly, you first need to add the MONO repository to your update manager. 

· Click into Start->Computer->Administrator Settings->Software->Software Repositories.

· Click the “Add” button.

· Choose the “HTTP” option and click next.

· In the “Repository Name” box, type “MONO”.

· In the “Server Name” box, type “www.go-mono.com”.

· In the “Directory On Server” box, type “/download-stable/suse-103-i586” for 32-bit systems, and “/download-stable/suse-103-x86_64” for 64-bit systems.

· Click “Next”, then click “Finish” to finish configuring the repository.

· If you have trouble configuring this repository, please visit www.go-mono.com and you will be able to get the most recent HTTP repository setup instructions under the download page for openSUSE.

· To run the system updates, goto Start->Computer->Administrator Settings->Online Update and make sure to click the check-box next to all available patches, then click “Accept” button to continue. Restart the computer if necessary and repeat this step again until there are no more updates or patches available. Ensure that MONO .NET Runtime version 1.2.6 or later is installed by typing “mono -V” from a terminal window, or by checking inside the SUSE package manager.
